I had not originally thought of including a gallery. It’s just something I decided to add as a platform for artists as it occurred to me that all three elements mesh well together,” says E. 

Cloth & Clef is an outlet than defies pigeonholing. It has music from DJs and aspiring public talents (during open mike slots), art (with an open gallery for artists), limited edition street-wear apparel, accessories and collectibles, complimented with a wide variety of food and beverage. 

Performances showcased at Cloth & Clef include FREAKLUB (music, percussionist and visual art), theme party by Lip Gloss, Feedback Open Mic organised by Reza Salleh, events hosted by Rahul (One Buck Short) and Jeremy (Laguna Music), Joe Flizzow, Loops Collective, Twilight Action Girls, Oscar Wise Production and many others. There will also be open floor sessions twice a month, and in the future, poetry nights will be introduced into the mix. 

As E reports, “The response to Cloth & Clef so far has been great. I feel KL is ready for something new and fresh, and there’s enough talent and aspiring performers that justifies my effort to provide a platform for them. People are looking for somewhere to showcase. Available slots have been filled for three months ahead.

Above all else, E stresses that he wants Cloth & Clef to be an accessible means for creative Malaysians to reach out to the public. “My dream is simply to provide a platform for creative people to showcase their work, whether music or fashion or any other medium of creative expression. There is a lot of great talent here in Malaysia, but it has become increasingly difficult for them to reach out to an audience,” he says. 

E has taken care to incorporate his design ideals into the very building that houses the Cloth & Clef. Designed by Jakarta and Singapore based architect-designer Zaki Salleh, the outlet highlights the building’s pre-war architecture, while the interior leans towards minimalist styles and fixtures.
As we all can’t live solely on intellectual sustenance, Cloth & Clef provides food and drinks too. The in-house bartender serves his own blends of cocktails and mocktails whilst the cuisine will feature a smogasboard of items from the now famous “changkat row” of restaurants. A full menu will be available by the end of August, making Cloth & Clef the perfect meeting point for friends who can’t agree on where and what to eat.
